
When writing to the Galatian saints in chapter 6 and verse 14, Paul confesses that the only boasting he would do revolves around the cross of our 

Lord Jesus Christ.  

The cross is about the last thing which the natural man would ever have selected as a reason for boasting. In 1Cor-rinthians 1:23 Paul states, "But 

we preach Christ crucified, to Jews a stumbling block and to Gentiles foolishness." The cross exposes man's desperate state, his utter bankruptcy 

that made such suffering necessary. Thus the cross of Christ exposes the folly of human pride. 

Keep in mind that Galatians was written to expose the error of the Judaizer's gospel and their impure motives as seen in Galatians 6:12-13. In Ga-

latians 5:1 Paul is steadfast in encouraging these and future believers to stand firm in the freedom that comes from Christ and not to be subject 

again to a yoke of slavery. This slavery comes from the rules and regulations of the Mosaic Law, which will lead to legalism. (NOTE: law is found 

32 times in Galatians.) 

Thus unlike the Judaizers, who bragged about their religious accomplishments, Paul takes pleasure only in Jesus' atonement and all the spiritual 

blessings it brings. How then does Paul boast or glory in the cross of Christ? 

    By surrendering himself to Christ crucified as his own Lord and Savior. See his testimony in  Galatians 2:20: 

 I  have been crucified with Christ; 

 and it is no longer I  who live, 

 but Christ  lives in me: 

 And the life which I  now live in 

 the flesh I  live by the faith of 

 the Son of God, 

 who loved me and gave Himself 

 up for me.    
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 By praying that the power of the crucified and risen Savior may more and more assert itself in his own life. See Philippians 3:7-16 - 

read slowly and carefully. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 By proclaiming the crucified and risen Lord (notice the full title "our Lord Jesus Christ") wherever he is sent (Galatians 1:6), the love of 

Christ constraining him to do so, 1 Corinthians 9:16 and 2 Corinthians 5:14. 

 By courageously defending the Gospel of Christ crucified over against every attack upon it. (Read Galatians in its entirety). 

Can you recognize what Paul was boasting and glorifying about as he walked during his time on earth as a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ? 

Read Galatians 2:20, 5:24 and 6:14; Then ask yourself, "What do these scriptures mean to you?" 

7 But whatever things were gain to me, those things I have counted as loss for the sake of Christ. 

8 More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ 

Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish so that 

I may gain Christ, 

9 and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law, but that 

which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which comes from God on the basis of faith, 

10 that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His sufferings, 

being conformed to His death; 

11 in order that I may attain to the resurrection from the dead. 

12 Not that I have already obtained it or have already become perfect, but I press on so that I may 

lay hold of that for which also I was laid hold of by Christ Jesus. 

13 Brethren, I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what 

lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead, 

14 I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus. 

15 Let us therefore, as many as are perfect, have this attitude; and if in anything you have a differ-

ent attitude, God will reveal that also to you; 

16 however, let us keep living by that same standard to which we have attained.

It was March 1, 1872 when Congress  passed the Yellowstone

On March 10, 1862, the U.S. government 
began issuing the first general circulation 
paper money, known as "Legal Tender 
Notes" or greenbacks, to finance the Civil 
War.

If the spirit of Christ is with you as your partner, your life will continually reflect the glory of God.
